Chef-Owner Chris Coombs opened this contemporary French restaurant
in 2010 in the Back Bay to wide acclaim and it's as good as ever. Start with the nine-hour French
onion soup (the richness of the broth is worth the intensive prep) and dive into the spiced Long
Island duck breast with huckleberry jus, sautéed bulgur and a kale salad. Allow your server to
suggest wine pairings — they know what they're talking about here.
